GREY OLLTWIT'S EVERLASTING MATHS WORKSHEET - ADDITION
On the opening screen you will find that your mouse pointer turns into a hand over the three types of problems you can choose. Choose a type of addition sum that you would like to try ranging from single to three figure problems.

The Questions
Once you have clicked on your choice, a random question will appear which you have to solve by clicking on the numbers in green in the white boxes at the bottom of the blackboard. Sums in the second and third level have a green box around the column of numbers that you should solve first. They also have a "carry one" button below the sum's bottom line, when you have an answer to that column which is greater than ten. You will be told visually and audibly whether you have got the answer correct or not. When you are able to try the next sum, the "Next Sum" button will become active at the bottom of the board. At anytime you can try a new level by clicking on the "New Level" button at the bottom. 

The Certificate
After a set number of correct answers, a rolled up certificate will appear on screen. You can click on this at anytime to access the certificate page and print it out. You can also move back to your level and score from the certificate page if you decide you don't wish to print one out just yet. See below for more information on printing certificates.

The Options
You can disable the audio messages from Grey Olltwit by selecting "Options" in the top menu and unchecking the "Play Sounds" selection. From the top menu you can also select a completely fresh game by selecting "Application" and "New" and from the "Help" section you can click on "Grey Olltwit Online" to connect to my website where there are many more free programs and games for you to try.

Your Help Required
If you find this program useful and would like me to make more programs in this series such as subtraction, multiplication and division worksheets, please drop me a line at olltwit@adders.org. My view is that there's not much point in me making new versions of this if it's not that popular. It might seem a very simple program but the programming behind it is fairly complex so please also email me if you find any problems with it. I have tested it fairly extensively with my own children but I can't foresee every possible situation.

Printing Certificates
The certificate is printed out in A5 size i.e. the top half of a sheet of A4 (US Letter). You can select Printer Setup and change to "Landscape" by pressing F6, if your printer supports this option. This will print the certificate out and enlarge it to full A4 size. Remember to reset your printer settings afterwards, back to portrait. 

Unfortunately I can't get the program to print out the fonts as nicely as a word processor does but my son Richard was very pleased with the results, so I hope you are.

If you print out an A5 (half US letter size) then here are some instructions for displaying your certificate by standing it up.
